Mr., Warren packed his
journalistic suitcase with 'tape
recording, years of contact
with his subject, a poetic sense
of justice and the ability to
ask pointed questions and get
answers.

However, he does not leave
his study with a written trans-
script of miles of recording
tape, He probes and bares
each of his subjects — from
Malcolm X to Roy Wilkins
to Adam Clayton Powell to the
reader’s eye, never hesitat-
ing to chip away veneer or
applaud reality and intelli-
